· Identify gaps in provision (cost of living support, play, emotional regulation, holiday programmes).
· Shape the weekly timetable and seasonal programme.
· Support evaluation by providing lived experience insight and feedback.
· Help design resource packs, wellbeing sessions, and child-friendly environments.
· Represent the needs of families in the planning of the Hub’s spaces and services.
· Contribute to funding evidence by offering quotes, stories, and insights.
Membership
· Parents and carers
· Residents with interest in children’s wellbeing
· Early years and primary practitioners (informal)
· Youth workers, wellbeing practitioners
· LOS staff lead (Engagement Worker)
Membership is open and voluntary.
Meeting Frequency
Every 8–12 weeks, with flexibility around school holidays.
Reporting
A short written update will be shared with:
· Project team
· Board of Trustees
· Funding reports
Decision-making
Advisory only.
Final decisions rest with LOS staff and the Board.
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
